Party Guidelines
SSA is a membership only facility.

SSA encourages members to participate in parties and celebrations at the facility.

Any private party at our facility will be sponsored by an active member who will be in attendance during the party.

The Pool Manager is responsible for scheduling and coordination of all parties.

Parties will be scheduled on a first come basis.

The number of parties and attendees will be limited to the safe operation of the facility.

No additional parties will be scheduled during pool sponsored parties.

Party patrons and visitors are to follow SSA By-laws for fees, policies and pool safety.

The picnic area is for all general members and their guests.  Tables are on a first come basis.

The pool has a limited resource of equipment that must be maintained for pool use.  These items include tents, picnic tables, coolers, chairs, grills, volleyball, basketball, horse shoes, parking. etc.

The sponsoring member is responsible for all fees and or costs associated with the party and are due in full the day of the event.  

One extra guard will be required for each 25 swimmers.  The responsible member is accountable to pay all fees involved in the staffing of extra guards.  Those fees are to be paid directly to SSA, who will in turn pay the guards.

Each event sponsor is responsible for the cleaning of their area after their event is over.

After hours parties require the payment of a pool rental fee.  The amount will be determined based on time, date and length of event.

There is no charge for members to attend the party.  The guest fee is $5 per swimmer.  If an additional guard(s) is required for the event, the fee is $10 per hour per guard.  Tips for the guards are at the discretion of the member sponsor.
